e Results: 11091 individual pieces of trash removed, including
o 2050 plastic drink bottles
o 948 Aluminum cans
o 781 Plastic bags
o 446 Drink cups
All easily blown off boats. We must do better!

e Also,
o 302 lures, fishing line, or other fishing gear
o 461 Shotgun shells
o 344 Crab trap floats
